The Cathedral City of Canterbury,
approximately 7% miles distant, is a prominent centre of education and offers a wealth of retail
and cultural activities together with a selection of museums, art galleries and The Marlowe
Theatre. Public transport to the City of Canterbury and nearby towns is available in Tankerton
Road about 175 yards and the Whitstable mainline railway station is ¥ of a mile.
